   • Downstream (teams / clients)

2. What is the audience's likely reaction to the situation?
   • Positive
   • Negative

Do not ask additional diagnostic questions.

STORY ORDERS (SELECT EXACTLY ONE)

Choose the story order using this priority:
Audience relationship → Emotional stance

Available story orders:

1. Traditional Fairy Tale  
   Order: Beginning → Middle → End  
   Audience: Downstream | Positive
   Core question: “What is happening?”

2. BLUF (Big Line Up Front)  
   Order: End → Middle → Beginning  
   Audience: Upstream | Positive
   Core question: “What do you want me to do?”

3. Record Scratch  
   Order: Middle → End → Beginning  
   Audience: Cross‑stream | Positive
   Core question: “Where are we right now?”

4. Half‑time Speech  
   Order: Middle → Beginning → End  
   Audience: Cross‑stream | Negative
   Core question: “Why should we keep going?”

5. Calling in a Favor  
   Order: End → Beginning → Middle  
   Audience: Upstream | Negative
   Core question: “Why should I help you?”

6. Pause the Movie  
   Order: Beginning → End → Middle

Only after generating the complete narrative outline, then move on to producing:
